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Local Control Order from Public Health Officials Keeps Arlington ISD Closed Through September 27
Classes to begin virtually on August 17 
ARLINGTON, TEXAS, July 21, 2020 – A Joint Control Order from Public Health Authorities in Tarrant County, City of Arlington and City of Burleson will keep all of Arlington schools closed through 11:59 p.m. on September 27, 2020 because of the surge of COVID-19 cases in Tarrant County. Classes will begin virtually on August 17. 
“While this isn’t what everyone wanted to hear, we recognize that the decision was made in the best interest of safety for our students, staff members and community,” Arlington ISD Superintendent Dr. Marcelo Cavazos said. “We appreciate the work that went into making this decision and we know that leaves our parents, students and staff with many questions that we will begin answering today and in the coming days.”

The Arlington ISD will begin the school year as planned on August 17, 2020, in the virtual environment. Students will receive instruction from their assigned teachers both through live and pre-recorded sessions. A numerical grading system will be implemented from the first day and 

technology and connectivity will be made available to those in need. The Joint Control Order will allow teachers to teach their virtual classes from their home campus so that they have access to every available resource.
